The Temecula 
church, still a mission 
but somewhat larger 
now—called him back 
to serve as pastor.  
While there, he 
earned his Doctor of 
Ministry degree from 
Golden Gate Baptist 
Theological Seminary 
and daughter Karyn 
was born.  

For the next 15 years, 
the Squyres served in the greater Los Angeles-- area 
South Gate and Pasadena.  While Dewey worked as a 
Pastor, Sharon was raising the children.  Dr. Squyres 
led his churches to sponsor missions, not only English-
speaking missions, but Spanish and Arabic missions 
as well. He was also a community leader, serving as 

the Director of Rose Parade Ministries.  And it was 
during this time that he realized that churches need 
help in understanding their organization’s structure and 
his passion for helping 
churches with their 
bylaws was born.  The 
work that he developed 
in this area continues 
to this day.  Numerous 
churches have used 
his Model Bylaws as 
the basis for their own 
church bylaws.

They have the benefit of penetrating a 
culture that a westerner can only dream about because 
they ARE the culture, making the MEBC vital to the 
Kingdom work.”
